To Whom It May Concern:

The University of Edinburgh Royal (Dick) School of Veterinary Studies Horse Society invites you to its Annual International Veterinary Student Riding Competition, on Saturday, the 19th of May 2012, in Edinburgh, Scotland. We host teams from vet schools across the UK, Europe, America and even farther afield. We would be delighted if you would like to join us for this years’ competition!

The competition will be held at Kingsbarn Equestrian Centre – one of the best equestrian centres in Scotland.  For more information on Kingsbarn and the international competition format, please see our website: http://www.rdsvs-horsesociety.co.uk/ 

The competition will follow a similar format to the BUSA (British Universities Sports Association) matches, starting with a round of Preliminary level dressage. The afternoon will involve a show jumping round based on style, including faults. The jumping phase will consist of heights up to 1m (3’ 3”).  Each University/College is invited to enter a team of 4 riders.  Different people may ride in dressage and jumping rounds if you wish to bring extra riders. However, please note that teams will only be considered for the overall placings if all of the same riders have completed both show jumping and dressage. If you would like to do this, please let us know on your entry forms.  
Please note that each rider may only compete in each phase once, meaning that you cannot have one person completing two dressage tests or two jumping rounds for your team. You are also welcome to bring reserves and spectators.  You will be expected to make your own travel and accommodation arrangements, but we are more than happy to assist you in making them. We will provide transportation from the city to the competition venue.
As well as the competition, a meal will be held the Friday night preceding the competition to allow all competitors and supporters to meet each other. On the Saturday evening after the competition, there will be the Horse Society International Competition Dinner.  This will consist of a dinner, award presentations, and then drinks and dancing.  

Additionally, if you would like to go on a trek across the Pentland Hills on the vet school’s Exmoor Ponies you can arrange this by visiting their website at: http://www.exmoorponytrekking.co.uk/ . Please note that the Exmoor pony trekking is not associated with the horse society, and we are not involved in the booking of pony trekking trips.

Entry to the competition costs £80 per rider.  This includes entry to the competition, food on Friday night, dinner on Saturday, and transport to the competition.  All teams are welcome to bring supporters with them!  This cost is £40 per supporter, which includes everything mentioned above, except riding in the competition.  

To enter the competition, please return your entry form to us either via post or email (rdsvshs@yahoo.com).  Entry is on a first come, first served basis, so please return your entry as soon as possible. Due to the large amount of interest in previous years, we will only be accepting one team per school initially, but will allow multiple teams if we do not receive enough entries by the deadline. If you are able to confirm your interest in attendance by e-mail as soon as possible, that would be very useful to us. The deadline is 1 Febraury 2012.  Payments should be made by the closing date either by a cheque (in British Pounds Sterling, please) payable to R(D)SVS Horse Society or contact us to discuss alternative arrangements.  Once we receive your payment and entry form, we will send you a confirmation pack.
