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Dear Students!

This is to inform those whom it may concern about the 11th (practical rotation) semester.

· For international students the first rotation will start from May 2012.

· The current 2nd and 3rd year international students will have to sit the classical type of state exam after the practical rotation. A period of 5-6 weeks will be available coinciding with the exam period for other classes (see sample schedule!). Students of the current first year will have to complete curricular studies including all exams by the end of the 10th semester. For them the state exam will comprise the defension of diploma thesis and a practical exam based on the tasks prescribed for the 11th semester.

· For those who are now in years 2 and 3, the 10th semester the curricular period will last 9 weeks followed by a 6-week exam period for the subjects State Forensic Medicine, Ophthalmology, Obstetrics and Reproduction Biology.

· The 11th (practical rotation) semester will follow without interruption the exam period of the previous semester.

· For students completing the practical rotation semester theoretical classes including electives cannot be organized.

· A preliminary registration for the 11th (practical rotation) semester should be made during the 10th semester at the Secretariat. This registration will be valid if the student passes all curricular exams and has collected 270 credits from compulsory and elective subjects in a proportion defined in Exam Regulations.

· Students of the transitory period (now studying in years 2 and 3) may defend their diploma theses during the rotation semester any time agreed upon with the relevant Department. The ’creative weeks’ contained by the rotation schedule (see below!) seem to be particularly suitable for this.

· The student can choose how to divide the 14-week clinical practice (see sample schedule!) between small animal and equine and/or farm animal practices. The division of the 14 weeks can be made on a 10- to 4-week basis. For the student 4 options exist:

1. 10 weeks small animal practice, 4 weeks equine practice.

2. 10 weeks equine practice, 4 weeks small animal practice. 

3. 10 weeks small animal practice, 4 weeks farm animal practice.

4. 10 weeks farm animal practice, 4 weeks from any other listed.

· Practical work has to follow the priorities set by the Faculty and the instructions of the veterinarian in charge. The 10-week periods will be concluded by an exam at the Faculty whereas short periods will be evaluated by the veterinarian in charge. Exception is the farm animal practice which irrespective of its length will require a Faculty exam. At Faculty exams, however, the opinion of the veterinarian in charge may influence the final grade.

· For the state exam students will be eligible who collected all 30 credits of the practical rotation semester. Registration for the state exam is required.

· For practical work the Faculty can accomodate a substantial number of students but a fringe-institution network in Budapest and throughout the country will be involved. Institutions abroad may also participate in the programme.

· Accreditation and monitoring of the fringe-institutions within Hungary will be carried out by the Faculty Accreditation Boards. In addition to professional quality criteria, proficiency in English will also be regarded. Veterinary institutions (clinics, surgeries, etc) abroad will be accepted on the basis of self-evaluation. The student will submit the official topic list and the head of the institution has to make a statement as to facilities and conditions that enable his/her institution to cover the topics. A weekly per capita amount will be paid to the teaching institutions.

· The 11th (practical rotation) semester will end on the 23rd of December.
