Dear Students of the 5th year,
you are requested to provide us by 27th February 2012 at student@univet.hu with a timeline of your 26-weeks of rotation by filling an adequate table (see sample below). If you are planning to do (a part of) the rotation in Hungary you are requested to register in addition to the above mentioned email at a specific database (www.univet11.hu, for technical assistance please contact Dr. Ákos Maróti-Agóts at maroti-agots.akos@univet11.hu; phone: +361 4784 251; Mondays and Thursdays 8AM – 12PM at room J/305). 

Concerning the timing of the exams about the sections of the 11th semester we are planning to have a meeting with students and concerned Departments in March. 

The 11th semester can be started only after having completed all the exams and collected at least 40 credits from electives. A preliminary registration for the rotation, however, is requested by 27th February. Should you be left with pending exams from the 10th semester only you can sit these in October; should you fail to manage you can register as inactive latest by 30th October. If there is / are other exam/s missing (as well) you have to get registered as inactive already by mid-September. You get 4 new chances in each exam from October onwards. Either way, you might join the rotation starting in November 2012.
