'Operation techniques. Manual practice on canine cadavers' 

starts up in February this year. Let me inform you about the major points.

  - In the fall semester the 'Soft tissues', in the spring semester the
  'Bone' subtopics are taken place.
  - The course is available for 5th year students. Exceptionally 4th year
  students may join in case of insufficent number of 5th year participants.
  - The number of participants is limited to 15 students/semester. The
  candidate students have to decide (lottery?) who is granted with the

  participation. I need a contact person from the participants with the final list.


  - From 2008 a deposit system has been introduced (see Students' Guide
  2009/10). It was needed because some (many) participants joined the course
  who regularly missed the practicals occupying places from the ones who
  really needed credit points (knowledge?). Now you have to pay the deposit
  before starting the course (Students' Office confirms payments). Please,
  only those ones participate the lottery who can surely show up in
the periods indicated in the timetable.
  - There is no way to by-pass the lottery! The outcome of it is
  independent of me, therefore _I cannot sign you up_.
  - The credit value is 6 points. This is given following a successfully
  passed exam.
  - The exam date(s) are fixed during the course in accordance with the
  participants.
  - The 15 hours of the course are shared in 5×3 hours practicals. The
  practicals take place in the Dissecting Hall of the Dept. of Anatomy and
  Histology. Wearing of lab coat and gloves is compulsory.
